New Mexico was the oldest colony in New Spain’s
Northern frontier

The colonists there formed an alliance with the
Pueblo Indians & feared the Comanche &
Apaches

Horses & guns revolutionized the tribes, especially the
, Apaches. Bows were for hunting, guns for war.

Soon, competition for the buffalo herds would lead to
wars.



Settlement & War

The Apaches & Comanches would begin attacking
New Mexico, raiding the Spanish & Pueblo.

Spanish officials would try to form bonds with the
/ nomadic tribes & paid for defense against the
Apaches.

Texas was settled to protect towns & mines to
the south in Mexico.

land

up the region & began the ,
long trade trail between Mexico & Missouri
